left for australia in sep 38

29 jan 41 we are now able to offer miss homor pitman a position as a pilot. she came up here some time ago and passed her test satisfactorily. i shall be much obliged if you will be kind enought o release her from her presnent duties a soon as possible (joan ince)

feb 18th my discharge went through on the 14th, what next...

19th feb report mar 1st for probationary month

15 mins in a moth on the 30 mar; obviously lacks experience but should develop into a good pilot. no special faults

jun 14 41 dislocated shoulder

2 accidents in rapid succession - spitfire 5 jan 42 soft patch unmarked, next day a hurricane stbd uc leg collapsed  advised to have a weeks rest

i found that she was in a very highly strung condition following her accident and she needs a month off

19 feb posted for a refresher course

20 feb has been suffering from post traumatic shock and is fit for duty

temperamental prima donna quote

8 jun class 3. this pilot has takenb a long time to reach an average standard. has worked hard and been very attentive, but should be watched carefully.

26 aug spitfire I overran perimter of runway, nosed over in a heap of rubble. airscrew damaged - not responsible as she had to swerve to avoid an oxford landing - lack of aerodrome control.

oct 42 posted to afts for class 4 promoted to 1st officer

sick back on 24 feb 43

19 apr 43 oxford hn765 nr devises

was to blame. persisted too far in bad weather, got into cloud & crashed into a hill.

honor will be very much missed not only as an excellent pilot but as a friend. she was a charming and gallant person.
