could you please let me know when i may expect to hear from you, as naturally i do not wish to do nothing whilst awaiting a communication from you. 

I ,might join the WAAF although naturally i would prefer to become a member of the ata.

28 mar you are on the first reserve

5th april, hello, report on may 1st

pauline i think is not pleased

9th may, we have sufficient pilots to cope with our work at present, we do not require her services. she had slightly less experience than any of the pilots we have taken on so far.

she was shaping well

you instructed me to bring our numbers up to 40 and this is what i have done.

miss sayer has been dropped

her services have been dispensed with, she has transferred to the non flying staff on 3 pounds 10 a week.

capt gower i have had to dispense with the services of miss sayer as a pilot.

no insurance of course

3 jul 941 blimey he we go again

she is now being put on our flying strenght once again

tested 17 jul 1941

miss sayer is obviously inexperienced and require3s more practice with forced landings and compass turns, try her again after another 20 hours dual and solo

9 aug better her turns bnnear the ground have improved.

dec 1941 3 weeks sick leave then discontnue pay and allowances from 28 nov, resumed 4 dec

enterprising and sensible in her flying 14 mar 42

mr s a sayer next of kin

buried maidenhead cemetery

pauline the above officer was a vey keen pilot, who had her heart in her work. she flew well and had the makings of a good ferry pilot. her general conduct was perfectly satisfactory.

betty johnson said if you are short of pilots and can take people without previous training do please remember my willingness to join you again

pauline says please remember me to your father and mother
