9 oct 1944

on my return from sick leave i find that certain effects belonging to J Marshall have found their way into y new office.

as this accident happened a very long time ago i eave it to you to deal with them as you see fit. 

i am afraid i cannot explain their appearance after all this time, as they were not in my office when i went /on sick leave pauline

they were sold for the ata benevolent fund

in august 1945 john o'gaunts painswick rd cheltenham said they were storing some of her furniture. at the time of her death i was away and unable to do anything but have recently come /home.
